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II. Introduction
The present document reports the main features of the Albanian graduates for a.y. 2021/21
reported in the second survey.

Overall, more than 6500 students have registered on the platform since its activation and about
3500 graduates in the a.y. 2020/21.

Unfortunately, not all of the collected questionnaires can be used, as they need to be reliable and
complete. Specifically, in order for a questionnaire to be considered as valid it needs to have at
least 3 out of 6 answered questions; they include parents’ educational qualification, training and
learning methods assessment, study abroad experience, work experience during university study,
overall evaluation of the university experience, intention to pursue further studies.

For the a.y. 2020/21 the 91.5% of the questionnaires is valid, an increased fraction with respect to
the previous year:

a.y. 2019/20 ® 2525 (~89,6%)

ay. 2020/21 e 3273 (~91,5%)

The improvement can be due to the large effort made by all the partners in the dissemination of
the project and in the training.
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III. Main Features of the Albanian Graduatesin 2021

The present chapter summarize the main features of the Albanian graduates, distinguished by
topic. When data were not available an NA was inserted.

3.1 Personal Information

The questionnaire included a number of personal characteristics of the graduate such as gender,
study course characteristics, etc. From over 3578 graduates registered in GRADUA platform in
2020 a sample of 3273 graduates was selected’. The samples of the graduate surveys varied
between universities both in terms of the number and in terms of its structure. The samples of
most universities include mostly females (see Table 1 for details). As for the type of degree
received, the sample mainly consists of BA graduates. In all cases the survey includes mostly full-
time students.

I Not all the registered graduates were included in the survey samples of universities. Certain criteria was applied
for the selection of valid questionnaires by all universities, namely, at least 3 out of 6 answered questions, including
parents’ educational qualification, training and learning methods assessment, study abroad experience, work
experience during university study, overall evaluation of the university experience, intention to pursue further
studies.

Compared with a.y. 2019/20 the largest increase can be observed for the PUT that basically
doubled the number of questionnaires, followed by the Catholic University and Polis University;
for the other institutions the number of respondents remains similar (see Figure 1 for more
details).

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Figure 2 shows the distribution of the degree level of the considered universities. Catholic
University, POLIS university, European University and UMT have a prevalence of master students;
all the other institutions have a majority of bachelor students.

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The composition of degree level for the whole set of respondents has not changed much from the
previous academic year (see Figure 3).

Most of the respondents are females and such prevalence is common to all the universities except
for PUT, where males are the majority (Figure 4).

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The questionnaire also provided data regarding aspects such as graduates background, previous

academic experience as well as the graduate’s skills. The report will focus on foreign languages

and IT skills.

3.2.1 Foreign languages
Albanian is the mother tongue for the 96% of the students. The 84% of students considers English
as the first foreign language, while it is Italian for about 9% of the total sample. In 2019, English

was the first foreign language for the 88.24% of the aggregated sample, while Italian the 6.9%

only. A graphical representation is provided in Figure 5.

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The questionnaire measured the knowledge of the IT skills related to: operating systems,

programming languages, word processor (text processing), spreadsheets (Excel, etc.), data bases

(Oracle, SQL server, Access, etc.), CAD/CAM/CAE - assisted design, web surfing, web-site creation,

data transmission networks, multimedia (sound, image and video processing).

Regarding the IT skills measured there is some variability between universities, which can be

explained by the difference in their profiles.

The knowledge of operating systems (Table 3) is the highest among the graduates of Albanian

University (75% of the sample mentioned fairly good, good and excellent), while it is the lowest

among the U-POLIS graduates (61% of the sample mentioned fairly good, good and excellent). As

shown in Figure 6, about 6% of the graduates did not respond to that question.

As it is expected the gap in the knowledge of programming languages between universities is even
more evident (Table 4 and Figure 7). Universities providing more technical education, such as the
Agriculture University of Tirana and University of Tirana, produce graduates with a better
knowledge of programming languages. Nevertheless, even in case of these universities, the
fraction of graduates that assessed their knowledge good and excellent is not so high (about 35%
and 32%, respectively), while only about the 8% of the students in these universities assessed their
knowledge of programming languages as excellent. About the 7% of the students did not respond.

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The knowledge of text processing skills was assessed by the graduates as quite good (Table 5).
Only about less than 2% of the graduates of each university indicated none or limited proficiency.
Compared to other universities POLIS and University of Tirana graduates assessed their skills
higher. The knowledge of text processing was the lowest among the University of Arts graduates;
however, the 88% of its graduates rates the word processor knowledge as — at least - fairly good.
The generally dark shades of Figure 6 show that there is generally a very good knowledge of text
processing programs. About 3% of the students did not answer.

The results of the assessment of knowledge of spreadsheets (Table 6) show that, apart from
University of Arts Tirana students, the vast majority of graduates demonstrate good skills (bars in
Figure 9 are fairly dark). In case of UART, the 20% of the respondents mentioned none or limited
skills in spreadsheets. POLIS, University of Tirana, Polytechnic University of Tirana and Agriculture
University of Tirana graduates indicated the highest levels of knowledge of spreadsheets: more
than 93% of the students of each institution assessed their skills as fairly good, good or excellent.
About the 3% of the students did not answer this question.

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The knowledge of data bases of Albanian graduates is lower compared to other IT related skills
(Table 7 and Figure 10). About the 36% of students of the Catholic University and of the Albanian
15
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University indicated none or limited proficiency; however, more than the 74% of the AUT students
indicated fairly good, good and excellent knowledge. The fraction of non-respondents is 8%.

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The knowledge of computer assisted design tools, namely CAD (computer-aided design), CAM
(computer-aided manufacturing) and CAE (computer-aided engineering), has been assessed as
quite low. The majority of graduates (about 52%) from all universities indicated no or limited
knowledge (Table 8). In case of POLIS, however, 77% of 367 graduates who responded to this
guestion mentioned they have a fairly good, good or excellent knowledge of computer aided
manufacturing/design/engineering, and the 65% for the Polytechnic University of Tirana.

Colour shades in Figure 11 highlight the differences between U-POLIS and PUT and the rest of
institution: for the latter set the blue is very pale, indicating none or limited knowledge.

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According to the vast majority of graduates of all universities they have fairly good, good or
excellent skills in web surfing (Figure 12). Agriculture University of Tirana and University of Arts
students have the lowest results in this regard, namely, 6% of the respondents indicated they have
no or limited knowledge in web surfing (Table 8); however, this difference with the other

universities i

s not large.

As for the website creation, there is not much variability between the universities (Figure 13).
About the half of the graduates in all universities that responded to this question, declared to have
none or limited ability, and the other half chose categories fairly good, good and excellent. The
only exceptions are the Agriculture University of Tirana and the University of Tirana graduates, for

which more than the 35% mentioned to have good or excellent skills in web-site creation.

Most of the University of Arts and UMT students (about 70%) declare to have none of very limited
knowledge on creating a website.

Skills on data transmission networks are generally very limited (see Figure 14). The knowledge of
data transmission networks was the highest among the Agriculture University of Tirana graduates,
for which about the half of the students rates from fairly good to excellent knowledge (Table 10).
More than 60% of graduates from University of Medicine Tirana has none or limited knowledge on

data transmission networks.

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The knowledge of multimedia tools does not differ between universities (Table 11). More than half
of the survey participants in all universities have fairly good, good or excellent knowledge in
multimedia tools.

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However, POLIS graduates assessed their knowledge of multimedia tools on average higher than
that of other universities: about 50% of the subjects indicated good and excellent proficiency).
Also, only the 30% of the Catholic University students stated to have none or limited knowledge
(Figure 15).

Overall, in a.y. 2019/20 the graduates were mostly skilled in word processing, spreadsheets and
web surfing and least skilled in computer assisted manufacturing, design and engineering. Major

differences reflect the degree of technicality of each university.

3.3 Information on the Course

The questionnaire collected data on various aspects of the course including teaching and learning
materials provided, overall exam organization, training and learning methods, the workload, and
the working experience during the studies.
In order to identify the motivations that were more important when deciding to enrol, two
possible reasons were presented and evaluated:

1. Interest in the subject of the course itself

2. Interest in the employment opportunities offered by the course
on a four-level scale: “No, definitely”, “More no than yes”, “More yes than no” and ”Yes,
definitely”.
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For motivation 1, more than the 80% of the overall students claimed that interest in the subject
was definitely an important reason when deciding to enrol and, generally, only a negligible
percentage (less than 5%) declare that they were not interested in the subject when deciding (see
Table 12).

Similar results can be obtained for motivation 2, as more than the 80% of the overall students
claimed that interest in the employment opportunities was definitely an important reason when
deciding to enrol (Table 13).

Little differences can be noticed when zooming in onto different universities. For example, there is
no student of the University of Arts that was not interest in the subjects when deciding to entrol
(only positive responses); however, about the 8% of such set of students did not believe much in
its employment opportunities (this is the highest fraction, comparatively with the other
universities).

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The graduates were also asked whether they carried out any working activity while attending
classes. According to the results illustrated in Table 14, more than half of students have worked
full-time, part-time or occasionally during their studies and only the 21% has never worked during
university studies (in a.y. 2019/20 it was 37%). POLIS University and UET have the largest fraction
(about 35%) of students that did not work, not even occasionally.

Students are also asked whether they were working at the time of the response and their status is
reported in Figure 18. The 42% of the overall students was working; the 57% of the POLIS
University respondents was actually working when filling the answers.

From those students who worked at the time of graduation, the majority (61%) had a working
activity partially or fully related to university studies carried out (see Table 15), but the remaining
worked in an activity that was not related to their studies, meaning that maybe half of them have
worked to cover their expenses during this period. The percentage was lower for the academic
year 2019/20 and equal to 52%.

Only the 5% of the students had a studying abroad experience (see Table 16). The largest fractions
can be observed for University of Arts and the European University (about 15%).

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3.4 Evaluation of the Course

The students were asked to assess their satisfaction with the relationships they had with the
different actors in the university. In 2020/21, as shown in Table 17, the percentages of graduates
definitely satisfied with the relationship they had with the academic staff for each university range
from 25% (UMT) to 77% (UniKZKM), with 52% overall. Figure 20 graphically represent the
distribution of the satisfaction degree for each university.

Many positive feedbacks were received regarding the overall satisfaction with the course. Based
on the feedback of the graduates it can be stated that in 2019 the majority of the students are on
the whole satisfied with the course of study: the smallest fraction of positively satisfied graduates
is observable for UMT (73%), while the largest for AU (96%). UniKZKM has the largest percentage
of definitely satisfied students, with 78%. Only a small percent of graduates in all universities
responded that they are definitely not satisfied with the course of study (see Table 18).

Figure 21 displays the responses on a barplot.

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Finally, respondents were asked if they would enrol again at university. For this question four

options were available:

Results are depicted in Figure 22. Detailed percentages are reported in Table 19.

Generally, the majority would enrol again on the same course of the same university (about 70%);
naturally, there is some variability between different universities. The largest satisfaction is
observed for UniKZKM (with 89% for option 5), while the lowest for UMT (56%).

Only the 3% of the students would no longer enrol at university.

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3.5 Information about the Family

It is widely known that academic performances depend on many variables which have to do with
the student’s social background, including the previous academic experience, parent’s educational
level, etc. Hence, it is also important to account for these factors when assessing academic
outputs.

Barplot in Figure 23 depicts the distribution of the overall education background, distinguishing by
fathers and mothers. As it can be seen there is not much difference for the two sexes: the

distributions looks very much similar.

Tables 20 and 21 report the distribution of parents’ educational background for the considered
universities. The largest fraction of graduates whose parents have an academic degree is observed
for POLIS and UniKZM (between 43% and 48%). The vast majority (above 75%) of students of all
universities have parents with at least a high school leaving certificate.

3.6 Future Intentions and Perspectives

In 2020/21 the vast majority of sample graduates indicated an intention to continue study.
However, this is mainly explained by the fact that the majority of the sample are Bachelor
students. The only exception are the Agriculture University of Tirana and the POLIS graduates,
whose 36% mentioned they do not wish to continue studying.

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IV. Conclusion

This questionnaire was delivered to the graduates of nine Albanian Universities partners registered
in GRADUA platform in 2020/21 with the aim of analysing the career performance and the
satisfaction towards various aspects of the study experience. A total of 3273 graduates completely
answered the questionnaire. Overall, the 53% of the number of respondents were bachelor
students, the 46% master students and only the 1% from PhD or specialization programs. Most of
respondents were females (60.5%).

The first part of the questionnaire was devoted to the graduate’s education and skills.

The 94% of students declared to know at least a foreign language. In all universities the dominant
foreign language is English, apart from UniKZKM where a large percentage of students speaks
Italian. Overall, Italian is the second foreign language by most of the participants.

Students also showed good IT skill regarding several aspects (operating systems, programming,
spreadsheets or word, web-site surfing and creation, multimedia...) with no great differences
among the universities. Poorer is generally the knowledge of CAD/CAM/CAE, except for more
technical institutions.

With regard the study experiences, most of students (78%) had a working experience, at least
occasional or seasonal. Not always the activities were related to the university studies carried out,
thus indicating that the choice of working was for necessity and could impact the careers.

The questionnaire was also devoted to measure the satisfaction towards various aspect of the
study experience. Generally speaking, the satisfaction towards the course of study and the
teachers was very high in all universities.

Regarding the possible factor affecting the academic outputs, the family educational background
was considered. In this respect there are relevant differences among universities. In the U-Polis
and AU the percentage of mothers or fathers with a university degree is very high (on average
about 45%) with respect to the other universities (where it ranges from 17% to 36%).

Finally, the majority of sample graduates indicated an intention to continue their study. This is not
surprising, since the majority of the sample consisted of Bachelor students. However, such value is
lower compared to the previous year.

Overall, questionnaire data serve as an important tool to monitor the students’ satisfaction,
opinions and feedbacks on procedures and internal organizational processes, evaluations about
the facilities provided by the university during the course and a summary of future intentions and
perspectives. The temporal continuity of such monitoring will allow to know the quality level of
the institutions with respect to different areas and to evaluate the effect of potential actions
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aimed at improving weaknesses and developing successful practices. Compared with the first
survey, a larger percentage of valid questionnaire was available; this improvement suggests more
interest and care towards the aims and the potentialities of the project.

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IV. Konkluzione

Ky pyetésor iu dorézua té diplomuarve té nénté Universiteteve partnere shqiptare té regjistruar né
platformén GRADUA né 2020/21 me synimin pér té analizuar ecuriné e karrierés dhe kénaqésiné e
studentéve ndaj aspekteve té ndryshme té pérvojés sé tyre té studimit. Gjithsej 3273 té diplomuar
iu pérgjigjén plotésisht pyetésorit. Né total 53% e numrit té té anketuarve ishin studenté bachelor,
46% studenté master dhe vetém 1% ishin nga programe doktorature ose specializimi. Shumica e té
anketuarve ishin femra (60.5%).

Pjesa e paré e pyetésorit iu kushtua arsimimit dhe aftésive té té diplomuarve.

94% e studentéve treguan se diné té paktén njé gjuhé té huaj. Né té gjitha universitetet gjuha e
huaj dominuese ishte anglishtja, pérve¢ UniKZKM ku njé pérgindje e madhe e studentéve flisnin
italisht. Né pérgjithési, italishtja éshté gjuha e dyté e huaj e shumicés sé té anketuarve.

Studentét gjithashtu treguan aftési té mira teknologjike né disa aspekte (sistemet operative,
programimi, “spreadsheets” dhe “Word”, shfletimi dhe krijimi i fageve né internet, multimedia...)
pa dallime té médha midis universiteteve. Njohuri mé té dobta ata shfagén kryesisht né
CAD/CAM/CAE, me pérjashtim té disa universiteteve gé i kushtojné mé shumé réndési praktikés
profesionale.

Pér sa i pérket eksperiencave té studimit, shumica e studentéve (78%) kishin pérvojé pune, té
paktén rastésore ose sezonale. Jo gjithmoné pozicionet e tyre ishin té lidhura me studimet
universitare té kryera, duke treguar késhtu se zgjedhja e punés ishte pér nevoja té domosdoshme
dhe mund té ndikonte né karrieré.

Pyetésori i kushtéoi réndési edhe matjes sé kénaqgésisé ndaj aspekteve té ndryshme té pérvojés sé
studimit. Né pérgjithési, kénagésia ndaj degés té studimit dhe pedagogéve ishte shumé e larté né
té gjitha universitetet.

Pér sa i pérket faktoréve té mundshém qé ndikojné né rezultatet akademike, u mor né konsideraté
edhe formimi arsimor familjar. Né kété aspekt kishte dallime té réndésishme ndérmjet
universiteteve. Né U-Polis dhe AU pérgindja e nénave ose baballaréve me diplomé universitare
rezultoi shumé e larté (mesatarisht rreth 45%) né raport me universitetet e tjera (ku kjo pérqgindje
varionte nga 17% né 36%).

Sé fundi, shumica e té diplomuarve té mostrés sé marré né studim treguan synimin e tyre pér té
vazhduar studimet mé tej. Kjo nuk ishte pér njé gjetje t'u habitur, pasi shumica e kampionit
pérbéhej nga studentét Bachelor. Megjithaté, kjo vleré éshté mé e ulét né krahasim me vlerén e
anketimit té kryer né vitin paraprak.
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Né pérgjithési, té dhénat e pyetésorit shérbyen si njé mjet i réndésishém pér té monitoruar
kénagésiné e studentéve, opinionet dhe reagimet e tyre mbi procedurat dhe proceset e
brendshme organizative té universitetit, vlerésimet pér lehtésirat e ofruara nga universiteti gjaté
studimeve té tyre dhe njé pérmbledhje té synimeve dhe perspektivave té ardhshme té tyre.

Vazhdimésia kohore e njé monitorimi té tillé do t& mundésojé njohjen e nivelit té cilésisé sé
institucioneve né lidhje me fusha té ndryshme dhe gjithashtu do té béjé té€ mundur vilerésimin e
efektit té veprimeve té caktura gé synojné pérmirésimin e pikave té dobta dhe zhvillimin e
praktikave té suksesshme né kéto institucione. Krahasuar me anketimin e paré, u vu re njé
pérgindje mé e madhe e pyetésoréve té vliefshém; ky pérmirésim sugjeron mé shumé interes dhe
kujdes ndaj synimeve dhe potencialeve té kétij projekti.
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
